Sixth Roll = 5

Seventh Roll = 2
Eighth Roll = 5
Ninth Roll = 3

Tenth Roll = 4 x 2 = 8

Total Yards Gained = 6 + 2 + 3 + 4 + 6 + 5 + 2 + 5 + 3 + 8 = 44 yds
